 Reservations must be received with full payment and entry form.
 Vendor spaces are 24’ x 8’ (the size of a parking spot). One of the 24’ sides will be your customer access.
 A map will be sent in August to show the location of your spot. Locations are given out on a first-come, first 

serve policy. Locations may be different this year due to construction on North Monroe or other factors.
 A picture of vendor sale items must be submitted (if requested by Chamber) prior to approval of vendor space. 
 Only non-rummage sales items allowed.
 Electric and water hook-ups are not provided.
 Set-up starts at 6 a.m. on the day of the event.  No earlier.
 Selling from vehicles is not allowed.
 Edible items can be sold. (with the exception of main food items that would compete with wieners and kraut, 

i.e.: sandwiches, burgers, tacos, brats, etc.) 
 Vendors are requested to stay only in their respective spot.  Canopies, tables, items are not allowed on or over 

the sidewalks or grass.
 Chamber members can use space in front of their respective business for free with their reservation.
 Chamber members who do not have business space are eligible for free spots subject to availability.
 All vendor space is subject to Chamber approval.  The Chamber reserves the right to deny entry based on 

conflict of community interest.
 Vendors are expected to leave area clean.
 Silly string is not allowed.
